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Your pa�ent just had a root canal on a posterior tooth and inadvertently chewed something 
hard resul�ng in a total failure. Whether wai�ng for more insurance to be applied or just poor 
luck a�er finishing the endodon�cs, compressive and shear forces must be managed in the 
wai�ng for full coverage. The adhesives available, the industrial grade fiber technology and the 
accoutrements for placement make post and core predictable and safe.
